COURSE OVERVIEW
You will study literature from a variety of texts and novels as well as grammar and writing skills.  In Language Arts, you will take notes, complete graphic organizers, take assessments, give oral presentations, write on selected topics, and participate in whole-class and independent reading assignments. You will be expected to use the writing process:  pre-writing, drafting, revising, editing, and publishing, and you will be graded by rubrics.

Our year will be divided into four thematic units.  Within each unit, we will read literary and informational texts, develop written essays, complete projects, and conduct research.

All goals and objectives will be intertwined within the grade level standards.
